Categories H,R 

School becomes aware of a student 
who meets the criteria for H or R  

The SBT, with the help of district 
LSS staff,  gather paperwork to 

meet designation criteria 

The designation paperwork is 
forwarded to Kathryn Edwards, VP 

at CORE to review 

Designation is entered into 
MyEdBC amd a central file is 

prepared. 

Categories C, K, P, Q 

There are three ways these 
designation are assigned. 

1.  The school psychologists assess 
a student and find they meet

2.  A student moves in with a prior 
designation from a different 

district 

3.  Report from a private 
psychologist is received by the 

school 

Psychologist collaborates with SBT 
and parent to complete the 

designation paperwork which is
